Minnesota Injustice: Former Attorney Calls for Public Disclosure of 

Judicial Misdeeds and Fraud in the Court!
Citizen Advocate, Dale Nathan was the guest speaker for the Center for Parental Responsibility (CPR), on Sunday night February 17, 2008.

CPR is a non-profit organization working for family law reform. Their mission is to remove the obstacles that prevent both parents from being fully and equally involved in the lives of their children. 

The meeting was held at William Mitchell College of Law, where CPR meets monthly. The free educational meetings are open to the public. Those who attend are aware of the problems in family law and committed to family law reform that will benefit and enhance the lives of children. Most attendees are non-custodial fathers, second spouses, and paternal grandparents who are fed up with the bias against fathers and injustice in family court, which is harming their children. CPR believes we must return the rule of law and respect for the Constitution back to family court, where these basics to our judicial system are currently missing.
The presentation by Dale Nathan was called Minnesota Injustice: how courts are delivering systemic injustice and what can be done about it. Dale speaks from his personal experience and affirms that experience with many stories of what is happening to others who find themselves fighting for justice in the court system. Mr. Nathan, a formally licensed and practicing attorney for 26 years, was jailed and subsequently disbarred because he refused to comply with a judge’s demand that he violate the attorney-client and reveal confidential information to the judge about his client. Because Dale stood up for not only his personal principles but those if his legal profession and refused to allow the court to violate the law, he was forced to give up his law practice. The Minnesota Supreme Court decided that an attorney is unethical if they don’t obey the court order, no matter what the court order (i.e. whether it follows the law or not). He now spends his life advocating for legal and judicial reform. 
Dale is the author of a book, with the same title, Minnesota Injustice. In this book he details 30 true Minnesota court horror stories, identifying the problems in the judiciary. He believes our society is in jeopardy and ill-served by the lack of accountability of judges in the judicial system. He believes that power has corrupted the judicial system. 
Dale told the group that judges write their own rules to bypass legislation and protect their profession and their jobs. This is happening at the expense of justice. He addresses the destructive nature of a judicial system that writes rules to grant themselves immunity. When there are no consequences to the unlawful behavior and decisions of judges, we have no judicial system left. Current practices in the court have made a mockery of the legal principles on which this country was founded. It is no wonder citizens have lost confidence in the judiciary. The attendees were enlightened to learn that judges have written their own Code of Judicial Standard allowing judges to accept gratuities of $150 as much as they want, in any case before them.
He appealed to the crowd by telling them that nothing will change unless people speak up. He said persistently contacting legislators is critical, as well as writing letters to the editor to capture media attention. Dale is a supporter of Town Hall meetings to help spread the word of judicial corruption. He urged everyone to step up and get involved in grass roots activism.
Dale Nathan was born in Louisville, Kentucky. He graduated from the University of Kentucky earning a B.A. in political science and psychology. Dale also served as a U.S. Army Medical Reserve during the Korean War. Dale came to Minnesota in 1965 and became general counsel for the Sperry Univac Division of the Sperry Rand Corporation in St. Paul./Eagan, for 13 years. 
Dale also served as an adjunct professor and co-director of the Government Contracts Program, College (now University) of St. Thomas Graduate School of Business. He also taught in two religious schools for over 10 years, Religions of the World, Temple Israel in Minneapolis and Temple of Aaron in St. Paul.
He was admitted to the practice of law in Minnesota in its state and federal courts, before the United States Supreme Court and several federal courts of appeals, and the United States Court of Federal Claims. He is a past law editor of the United States Bureau of National Affairs. For more than thirty years, Dale was a volunteer attorney with a legal aid organization, Southern Minnesota Regional Legal Services. 

One of Dale's lawsuits was chosen by Law & Politics Magazine as one of the eleven lawsuits of the year for 2000. Dale is not currently practicing law. He is devoting all of his time to legal reform.
Dale is single and has never been married. He has no children, however, he served as a Dakota County foster parent for several years and had several foster children, both boys and girls.

CPR is a non profit 501(c(3) organization started in Minnesota in 2003.
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
